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The East Coles Corporate Advisory Report was one of three that was conducted in 2000 by East Coles on the financial markets. The others were the East Coles Treasury Markets Report and the East Coles Equities Research & Dealing Report.

In 2001 these Reports have been restructured into 4 different Reports; the East Coles Debt Markets Report, the East Coles Equity Markets Report, the East Coles Treasury Markets Report & the East Coles Corporate Advisory (M&A) Report. East Coles plans to take these Reports into the Asian Markets in the future.

The East Coles Corporate Advisory Report 2000 examined the performance of investment banks and corporate advisory service providers in general providing advice to corporate clients. Data was aggregated across five key industries/sectors – Financial Institutions; Telecommunications, Media & Technology; Property; Miscellaneous Industrials; Mining.

Respondents were targeted according to their involvement in the relevant ECM, DCM or M&A areas according to Securities Data Corporation figures, as well as their status as a Top 150 company by market cap.

East Coles identified the satisfaction corporates had with the level of service provided by their corporate advisory service providers, as well as the individual adviers within those firms. This allowed for identification of factors associated with firm performance versus individuals.

Weighting factors were not applied to the data as it was impossible to identify a relevant and significant weighting factor than transcended the entire sample population.
